Redesign of Public Spaces 

More space for pedestrian, cyclist, public transport, shared mobility, …. 

Less space for individual cars / motorcycle 

New pedestrian areas (permanent or temporary) , streets and squares reshapping,  

bicycle scheme, speed reduction to 30kmh,
